And finally: ‘The life and death of each one of us has its influence on others’.
This opening line from today’s second reading is, I believe, one of the most
powerful lines of scripture for anyone who is serious about living the
Christian life. Today, perhaps more than at any other time in our history as a
race, we have been forced to consider our actions in light of the impact that it
will have on others, on the community in which we live, and on the life of the
nation. Perhaps one of the most powerful signs of this reality is the wearing of

facemasks; masks worn not to protect ourselves from the possibility of
contracting the virus, but that we might not pass it on to others. As Christians
we are called to be ‘people of communion’, a people who recognise that our
lives, our words and actions, have a profound effect on others. Living a life
that is only interested in what is good for me is often a life lived to the
detriment of the other; whilst living a life which seeks always the good of the
other will, ultimately, bring about the good of the whole, myself included.
