Triduum Services
The Bishop’s Conference is currently
working on the guidance for the Triduum
Services for this year.

However, there will be
restrictions on the manner in which the
various elements of the ceremonies can
take place. Once I have the guidelines,
which I hope will be very soon, I will
update you on what will be taking place
here at St. Mary of the Angels, and how
the booking in system will work.

Organ Restoration Fund
The church organ here at St. Mary of the
Angels is in need of some urgent repair work.
Many of the electrical components of the
organ have now begun to fail, due to their age
and general wear and tear, and need to be
replaced. As we are currently not using the
organ on a regular basis now would be the
perfect time to address these issues and so
bring the organ back up to perfect working
order. The cost of the works needed is
£5,824.80. If you would like to make a
donation towards the cost of the repair work it
would be greatly appreciated. Please put your
donation in an envelope marked ‘Organ
Restoration’ through the Presbytery door.
